(4)  Any violations that exist.

The owner/developer and on-site personnel shall be notified in writing when
violations are observed. Written notification shall describe the nature of the
violation and the required corrective action.

No work shall proceed on the next phasc of development until the Town of Berlin
inspects and approves the work previously completed and furnishes the developer

with the results of the inspection reporis as soon as possible after completion of
each required inspection.

Inspection requivements during construction.

At a minimum, regular inspections shall be made and documented at the
following specified stages of construction:

(1)  For ponds:

(@)  Upon completion of excavation to sub foundation and, when
required, installation of structural supports or reinforcement for
structures, including, but not limited to:

[1j Cose trenches for structural embankments;

2]  Inlet and outlet structures, anti-seep collars and
diaphragms, and watertight connectors on pipes; and

[31  Trenches for enclosed storm drainage facilities;

(b)  During placement of structural fill, concrete, and instailation of
piping and catch basins;

(©) During back-fill of foundations and trenches;
(d) During embankment construction; and

(&)  Upon completion of final grading and establishment of permanent
stabilization.

The Town of Berlin may, for enforcement purposes, usc any one or a combination
of the following actions:

(1) A notice of violation shall be issued specifying the need for a violation {o
be corrected if stormwater management plan noncompliance is identified;

(2) A stop-work order shall be issued for this site by the Town of Berlin ifa
violation persists;

(3)  Bonds or securities may be withheld or the case may be referred for legal
action if reasonable efforts to correct the violation have not been
undertaken; or

(4)  In addition to any other sanctions, a civil action or criminal prosecution
may be brought against any person in violation of the Stormwater
Management subtitle or this chapter.

Any step in the enforcement process may be taken at any time, depending on the
severity of the violation.

Once construction is complete, as-built plan certification shall be submitted by
either a professional engineer or professional land surveyor licensed in the state to
ensure that ESD planning techniques, freatment practices and structural
stormwater inanagemeit measures [constructed stormwater management
practices] and conveyance systems comply with the specifications contained in
the approved plans. At a minimum, as-built certification shall include a set of
drawings comparing the approved stormwater management plan with what was
constructed. Berlin may require additional information.

The Town of Berlin shall submit notice of consfruction completion to the
Administration-on a form supplied by the Administration for each structural
stormwater management practice within 45 days of construction completion. The
type, number, total drainage atea, and total impervious area treated by all ESD
techniques and practices shall be reported to the Administration on a site-by-sife
basis, If BMP’s requiring SCD approval ate constructed, notice of construction
completion shall also be submitted to the appropriate SCD.

ARTICLE 1IX
Mainfenance

Maintenance inspection.

The Town of Berlin shall ensure that preventative maintenance is performed by
inspecting all stormwater management systems and structural stormwater
management measures. Inspection shall occur during the first year of operation,
and at least once every three years thereafier. In addition, a maintenance
agreement between the owner and the Town of Berlin shall be execuied for
privately owned stormwater management systems as described in § 93-24 of this
article.

Inspection reports shall be maintained by the Town of Berlin for all [stormwater
management systems] ESD treatment systems and structural stormwater
manageinent measures.

Inspection reports for [stormwaler management systems] ESD treatment systems
and structural stormwater managenent measures, shall include:

(1)  The date of inspection;
2) Name of inspector;

(3)  Anassessment of the quality of the stormwater system related to EST
treatment practice efficiency and the control of runoff to the MEP.

[(3)1(4)The condition of;

(@)  Vegetation or filter media;

(b)  Fences or other safety devices;

(c) Spillways, valves, or other control systems;

(d)  PBmbankments, slopes, and safety benches;

(e) Reservoir of treatment areas;

63 Inlet and outlet channels or structures;

(g)  Underground drainage;

(h) Sediment and debris accumulation in storage and forebay areas;

i) Any nonstructural practices to the extent practicable; and

() Any other item that could affect the proper function of the
stormwater management system.

[(4)](5)Description of needed maintenance.
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§ 93-24,

After notification is provided to the owner of any deficiencies discovered from an
inspection of a stormwaler management system, the owner shall have 30 days or
other time frame mutually agreed to between the Town of Berlin and the owner to
correct the deficiencies. The Town of Berlin shall then conduct a subsequent
inspection to ensure completion of the repairs.

If repairs are not undertaken or are not found to be done properly, then
enforcement procedures following § 93-24C of this section shall be followed by
Town of Berlin.

If, after an inspection by the Town of Berlin, the condition of a stormwater
management facility presents an immediate danger to the public health or safety,
because of an unsafe condition or improper maintenance, the Town of Berlin shall
take such action as may be necessary to protect the public and make the facility
safe. Any cost incutred by the municipality shall be assessed against the
owner(s), as provided in § 93-24C.

Maintenance Agreement.

Prior to the issuance of any building permit for which stormwater management is
required, the Town of Berlin shail require the applicant or owner to execute an
inspection and maintenance agreement binding on all subsequent owners of land
served by a private stormwater management facility. Such agreement shall
provide access to the facility at reasonable times for regular inspections by the
Town of Berlin or its authorized representative to ensure that the facility is
maintained in propet working condition to meet design standards.

The agreement shall be recorded by the applicant andfor owner in the land records
of the county.

The agreement shall also provide that if, after notice by the Town of Betlin to
correct a violation requiring maintenance work, satisfactory corrections are not
made by the owner(s) within a reasonable period of time (30 days’ maximum), the
Town of Berlin may perform all necessary work to place the facility in proper
working condition, The ownex(s) of the facility shall be assessed the cost of the
work and any penalties. This may be accomplished by placing a lien on the
property, which may be placed on the tax bilt and collected as ordinary taxes by
the Town of Betlin and/or County.
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§ 93-25. Maintenance Responsibility.

A. The owner of the property on which work has been done pursuant to this chapter
for private stormwater management facilities, or any other person or agent in
control of such property, shall maintain in good condition and promptly repait and
restore all grade surfaces, walls, drains, dams and structures, vegetation, erosion
and sediment control measures, and other protective devices in perpetuity. Such
repairs or restoration and maintenance shall be in accordance with previously
approved or newly submitted plans.

B. A maintenance schedule shall be developed for the life of any structural
stormwater management facility or system of ESD practices and shall state the
maintenance to be completed, the time period for completion, and who shall
perform the maintenance. This maintenance schedule shall be printed on the
approved stormwater management plan,

ARTICLE X
Appeals and Penalties

§ 93-26. Appeals.

Any person aggrieved by the action of any official charged with the enforcement of this chapter,
as the result of the disapproval of a properly filed application for a permit, issuance of a written
notice of violation, or an alleged failure to properly enforce the chapler in regard to a specific
application, shall have the right to appeal the action to the Mayor and Council of Berlin. The
appeal shall be filed in writing within 30 days of the date of the official transmittal of the final
decision or determination to the applicant, shall state clearly the grounds on which the appeal is
based, and shall be processed in the manner prescribed for hearing appeals before the Betlin
Board of Zoning Appeals

§ 93-27. Violations and Penalties.

Any person convicted of violating the provisions of this chapter shall be guilty of a misdemeanor
and, upon conviction thereof, shall be subject to a fine of not more than $5,000.00 [$1,000] or
imprisonment not exceeding [six months] one yeat or both, for each violation, with costs
imposed in the discretion of the court not to exceed $50,000. Each day that a violation continues
shall be a separate offense. In addition, the Town of Berlin may institute injunctive, mandamus
or other appropriate action or proceedings of law to correct violations of this chapter. Any court
of competent jurisdiction shall bave the right to issue temporary or permanent restraining orders,
injunctions or mandamus, ot other appropriate forms of relief.
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Chapter 93-28. Severability.

Should any provision, section, paragraph or subparagraph of this section, including any code or
text adopted hereby, be declared null and void, illegal, unconstitutional, or otherwise determined
to be unenforceable by a court having competent jurisdiction, the same shall not affect the
validity, legality, or enforceability of any provision, section, paragraph of subparagraph hereof,
including any code or text adopied heteby. Each other provision, section paragraph or
subparagraph is expressly declared to be and is deemed severable.

Chapter 93-29. Addition to Code.

It is the intention of the Mayor and Council, and it is hereby ordained, that the provisions of this
Ordinance shall become and be made a part of the Code of Ordinances and the sections of this
Ordinance may be renumbered to accomplish such intention.

Chapter 93-30. Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall take effect at the expiration of twenty (20) calendar days from the date of
approval by the Mayor or the approval of the full body of the Council if vetoed by the Mayor.

This Ordinance was introduced and read at a meeting of the Town Council of the Town of
Berlin, Maryland held on , and passed for second reading in accordance
with of the Charter of Betlin, Maryland, a statement of the substance of the
Ordinance has been published in a newspaper or newspapers having general circulation in the
Town of Berlin and posted by law.
